D1 - The Heart: Guarding My Heart (Proverbs 4:23)

Wellspring Purpose and Disciplines:

Guarding My Heart (Proverbs 4:23):

“If the citadel be taken, the whole town must surrender. If the heart be seized, the whole man—the affections, desires, motives,
pursuits—all will be yielded up.”

“The heart—the citadel of man—the seat of his dearest treasure. It is fearful to think of its many watchful and subtle assailants. Let it
be closely garrisoned.” (Bridges, C. Commentary on Proverbs)

"Above all else, guard your heart, for it is the wellspring of life." Proverbs 4:23.
In Proverbs 4:23 There's a what, a why, and a how:
What:

Keep your heart (ESV/NKJV) Watch over your heart (NAS) Guard your heart (HCSB/NET/NIV)

How:
With all vigilance (ESV/NET) Above all else (HCSB/NIV) With all diligence (NAS/NKJV)

Why:
Because from it flow the springs of life (ESV/NAS) It is the source of life (HCSB) It is the wellspring of life (NIV)

l. WHY: FROM IT FLOW THE SPRINGS OF LIFE

Jeremiah 17:9 says: "The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately sick; who can understand it?"

Gen 6:5 Every intention of his heart was only evil continually
+ Pr 4:23 Heart is the source of all life

turned aside; together they have become worthless; no one does good no not one."
